Medical Billing is the process by which health care providers submit claims to
insurance providers (payers), government programs (Medicaid/Medicare),
and/or patients directly in order to receive reimbursement for services.
Besides invoicing and collecting payments, medical billers
are involved with handling denied claims and processing appeals.™***
